Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: [From Sr7 Guru and His Grace]

[Devotee: There are so] many visions about the International Society for Krsna Consciousness
(ISKCON). But what should the real vision of ISKCON be?

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: In this verse, Raghunatha Dasa Goswami gives the real acquaintance
of what is ISKCON. Nama-srestham manum api saci-putram atra svardgpam. ISKCON must not
deviate from this line. We have not come here to deceive ourselves, but to fulfil ourselves. ISKCON
will fulfil everyone’s inner demand, even extending to the vegetables and stones, taking them to
the feet of Mahaprabhu and the Goswamis. From village to village, everyone, in every place, should
be hunted and approached. “Take the Name of Krsna! Come under the flag of Mahaprabhu!” This
grand worldwide mission will thrive like anything; it will touch the heavens and cover the Earth, and
other planets also. That was the aim of Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupada, and we understand and
appreciate that.

So that's the end of that chapter. Then this chapter, chapter five, is called, God Consciousness
Versus Society Consciousness. WWhere you explain progress means elimination and a new
acceptance. And you give the example if someone is an out and out socialist living in the capitalist
country, but there's a clash between the socialist and the capitalist, what will he do? Whose side
will he take?

And you mentioned how in the Christian line they have Catholics, Protestants, and Puritans,
progressive Christianity. Then how Einstein had to leave Germany to go to America for his high
ideal of life.

And where Krsna says, sva-dharme nidhanam Sreyah, para-dharmo bhayavahah
[Bhagavad-gita, 3.35], the relative consideration. Then absolute consideration, sarva-dharman
parityajya, mam ekam saranam vraja [Bhagavad-gita, 18.66]. "Give up everything. Come to Me
directly.”

And also, after, The Disappearance of Guru. You explain how disturbance must come. And the
disciple begins atma samiksa, self analysis.

And this example of Jesus and Judas. How Judas betrayed Jesus. And how also Peter who was
the leader of Christ's apostles, disciples, he was exposed when he denied Christ.

Then you gave the example of the sycophant, flatterer. The Muslim king when he advertised, "1
want one flatterer. Who will be the fit man for the job?”

Then the example of Dronacarya and the Pandavas shooting the eye of the bird in the tree.

Then about...

Srila Govinda Maharaja: God Consciousness, Society Consciousness.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. Then about not taking the Infinite within the prison house of our
mind, confining Him there. And also our Guru, what he has given us, is it a living thing, dynamic,
any growth can be seen? And here you say that if someone thinks that he's finished all knowledge
and has attained perfection, then we hate it! And then you give the example of Kaviraja Goswami,
purisera kita haite muri sei laghistha [ Caitanya-caritamrta, Adi-/ila, 5.205] Thinking himself lower
than the worm in the stool. And here’s the finish. If someone says, “I have finished all knowledge.
God, Caitanya, is my disciple,” he should be shot down as the greatest enemy ever found in the
world!



And this is chapter six.
Srila Govinda Maharaja: [7]
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: How many chapters?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Fourteen. Here is, 7 Command You - Become Guru!”Here's a picture of
Mahaprabhu. And this verse, tava kathamrtam [Srimad-Bhagavatam, 10.31.9]. And you gave
Bilvamangala Thakura's verse, madhuram madhuram vapur asya vibhor [Krsna-Karnamrtam, 92].
And that other verse, marah svayam nu madhura-dyuti-mandalam nu [Krsna-Karnamrtam, 68].
"How sweet is Krsna.” And that should be distributed, the Hari katha.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: And Krsna's photo, Radha-Govinda's photo [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. So then you say, yare dekha, tare kaha ‘krsna'-upadesa | Caitanya-
caritamrta, Madhya-/ila, 7.128]. And you say that the sum total of news in this world is that at every
second everyone is entering the jaws of death.

So Mahaprabhu says, "I command you. Take the position of Guru, the giver. And don't be
afraid that you'll become puffed up with pride and go to hell. I order you. Do relief work. Don't
stand idle as an onlooker.”

And you give the example, when someone criticised in Madras that Ramkrishna Mission is
feeding people. And you told, if there's a famine, and you're distributing food, and someone flees
from the crowd, should you go to catch them and stop your distribution?

And then there's a picture of Mahaprabhu in the Jharikhanda Forest.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Jharikhanda [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: You say, “His vibration of Hari katha was so fine it penetrated the
elephant and tiger bodies and they began...

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then chapter seven. The Initiating Spiritual Master. You give the
example of the three kinds of Guru. Two feet in Vaikuntha, extending one foot here.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Ah. This is very important.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. And the kanistha, madhyama, and uttama adhikari. Then Krspa's
Headache, and the gopis giving their feet dust. And Ramanuja giving his mantra at the risk of
going to hell. And The Trap to Capture Guru. You once said through siksa the disciple will add as
the trap to capture Guru, hearing his siksa.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Eh? To trap Guru? What is this?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: You said that if someone speaks, gives his siksa in the disciple, he will
recognise that Guru is there. Because I was saying once...



Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Sikha?

Devotees: Siksd.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: No, no. Upadesa.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: O, sjksa. His trap, what is it, how?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Once I told you that - you said, “You must follow your Guru's - you
must give what your Guru has given to you. It is not your property.” So I said I can give that by
giving instruction. And what is the necessity to give initiation? And you said, “But by instruction, or
siksa, the disciple will capture the Guru.” He will understand who is the Guru through the siksa.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Trap, what does it mean, trap?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: It's figurative.

Aksayananda Maharaja: Yes. It means he will recognise his Guru.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: How?

Aksayananda Maharaja: By his siksa. By the siksa of the Guru the disciple he can [?]
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?] Trap [?] to capture, to catch the Guru.
Aksayananda Maharaja: Yes. He'll capture the conception of Guru [?] He can

appreciate the conception of Guru this way. It is in a figurative way, captures.
Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: It was on the discussion of diksa and siksa.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Trap means something which unconsciously can capture one? Whom it
captures, he may not know? He unconsciously comes and falls in the trap? Eh?

Aksayananda Maharaja: Yes. Literally it means that.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Literally. But...

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: It is more figurative.
Aksayananda Maharaja: In a figurative way, in a loose way.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Capture Guru, by sraddha. Narottama Thakura he captured Lokanatha in
a trap?

Aksayananda Maharaja: Yes. Something like that.



Bhakti Sudhira Goswamt: Like that. That idea.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Yes. That may be, yes, that may be.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Because Lokanatha Goswami did not want to give initiation. Just like
that.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: But he was trapped, captured.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?]

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then this chapter, chapter eight, Separation from Sri Guru. Here is a
picture of yourself and Swami Maharaja on the roof here of your Matha.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: And the beginning of the chapter says that,

His Divine Grace A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupada gave advice to his senior disciples that
if the need arose to consult higher spiritual authority after his disappearance, his senior
Godbrother Srila Sridhara Maharaja should be consulted. On more than one occasion he said, “I
consider Srila Sridhara Maharaja to be my siksa Guru, instructing spiritual master, so what to speak
of the benefit that others can have from his association.” Then. Just after his disappearance, his
senior disciples approached Srila Sridhara Maharaja and asked his advice on how to guide the
International Society for Krsna Consciousness. The following is an excerpt of their conversations.

So this is when the GBC came to see you in nineteen seventy eight. But it is not represented as
GBC but just question and answer format. And you gave the example of the disciple is like the
lotus, and Krsna is like the sun, and the Guru is like the water all around in which the lotus is
situated. So remove the water and then the lotus burns in the sun.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: This is very nice example.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. And then also you gave the example of Raghunatha Dasa
Goswami. How he saw that Radha-kunda which previously was inspiring him, was now like a tiger’s
jaws coming to devour him. And Govardhana Hill was like a python coming to swallow him up. So
it was antagonistic. So you spoke about vipralambha.

Then you speak of the position of Acarya. And vétsalya-rasa and sakhya-rasa, dealing with
disciples and Godbrothers. Then you speak of autocracy as opposed to democracy. That ours is
autocratic position of Guruy, all in all, unconditional surrender.

But you say that the Krsna conception helps us make adjustments. Because whom we can see
with the Absolute - mother Yasoda, is coming to whip Him. She's whipping Krsna. And
tatastha-vicarais given.



And also to the disciple you said the Guru is more near and dear to us than God Himself.

And also you said we're Messiahs of Free Faith. That no law should come to check the flow of
love. But law, viddhi, should promote the flow of love.

You also give the example of the tooth biting the tongue, from the Bhagavatam. The tooth
cuts the tongue - should we remove the tooth? So you said some loving, one organic whole,
loving dealings.

Then kanak, kamini, and pratisthd. You explain the dangers for Acarya.

And also if Guru must be abandoned. Guror apy avaliptasya, karyakaryam ajanatah.
[Mahabharata, Udyoga-parva, 179.25] And Jiva Goswami in Hari-Nama-cintamani of Bhaktivinoda
Thakura.

Also you explain that when Krsna entered the arena of Karmsa, how Guru is seen differently by
different persons, so as Krsna when He entered Kamsa's arena He was seen in different ways.

And the example of where the son may be a judge, but the father comes before the judge and
gives his regard to the rank, the position.

And Sridhara Swami's, aham vedmi Suko vett vyaso vetti na vetti va [Caitanya-caritamrta,
Madhya-/ila, 24.313] And Mahaprabhu telling Sanatana that Krsna...

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: It is not composed by Sridhara Swami, but it's about Sridhara Swam.
Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. And his commentary on the Bhagavatam.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Right.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then Mahaprabhu telling Sanatana that, “Krsna is going to grace you
through Me.” And your example of the poster in the war time in Calcutta. “Take this dress.”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?] That example for which?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: For which? So many questions are being asked to you. “Should we do
this? We will have disciples. Should we do that?” Then finally you say, “Take this uniform, and so
many things will be shown to you. You'll get inspiration what to do.”

And you say that, “Our Master is not a cheat. He will come to help us with all His might, saying,
‘Do this. I'm helping you. I'm at your back. When we're all sincere, things will happen like this.”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Do that, not do that.
Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. Then the next chapter is called, Nama Guru and Mantra Guru. Then
here, this is your example - Govinda Maharaja he does a graphic illustration of your example, a

circle within a circle.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?7]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Gayatrimantra.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswamr: Continuous to Goloka.
Srila Govinda Maharaja: Continuous to Goloka [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Hari Nama, extends to the lowest position, and goes to the highest
position.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Hari Nama [?]

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?]

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Yes.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?] To help.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: The Hari Nama.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: So this looks very scientific, this explanation.
Then also here this, atma parijiana-mayo.

Srila Govinda Maharaja:

atma parijfiana-mayo vivado, hy astiti nastiti bhidartha-nisthah
[vyartho pi naivoparameta pumsam, mattah paravrtta-dhiyam sva-lokat]

[One party says: “God exists!” The other says: “God does not exist!" Srimad-Bhagavatam says
that the atma is self effulgent, but still we find that one class of men say, "He exists, we see Him,
He can be seen,” and another says: “He has never existed.” This quarrel has no end because one of
the parties hasn't got the eye to see what is self-evident. This quarrel is a useless waste of time, but
still it will never stop; it will continue forever.”] [Sﬁmad—Bhégavaz‘am, 11.22.34]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: And you tell the story of Sarvabhauma Bhattacarya and Gopinath
Acarya.
And Srila Bhaktisiddhanta Saraswati's example of a man living in a dungeon. His friend comes
to show him the sun, and he says, “Let me get one lantern.” He says, “No lantern will be necessary.”
Then also Duhsasana, and the virat-rgpa, to bind Krsna. And Dhrtarastra hears the sages,
everyone praising Krsna, and says, “Remove my blindness and let me see You.” And Krsna says, ‘I
say that you'll see and you'll see. No necessity of removing your blindness.”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Yes. Revolutionary. Ha, ha.
Srila Govinda Maharaja: [7]

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: [?] Independent of our physical senses, that
knowledge, that is more...




Srila Govinda Maharaja: [7]

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: “Let there be water.” There was water. “Let light.” Light. His sweet will
everything, at the back.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: A Religious Jungle. When Uddhava asked Krsna, “Why are there so
many ‘isms’ in the world? How did this come about?”
Then, The Lady and the Mullah. You say, “Every disciple cannot catch the real spirit of the

advice of the Guru.” So the mullah was giving lecture on Koran.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: So that story. Very humorous.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?7]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then Newton saying, “I'm just collecting pebbles on the shore of the
ocean of knowledge. In that way I'm more learned than all of you who think that you know
everything.”

Then here this chapter ten, Instructing Spiritual Masters. Siksa Guru Parampara.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: So you explain, “Our parampara follows the ideal, not the body; it is a
succession of instructing Spiritual Masters.”

mahaprabhu sri-caitanya, radha-krsna nahe anya

["Mahaprabhu S$ri Caitanya is non-different from Sri Sri Radha and Krsna and is the very life of
those Vaisnavas who follow Sri Ripa Goswami. Sri SvarGpa Damodara Goswami, Ripa Goswami,
and Sanatana Goswami were the givers of great happiness to Viévambhara (ST Caitanya).”]

Then you explain about the line of thought as traced from Newton to Einstein. Copernicus,
Galileo, Newton, Einstein. How in considering great distance the intermediate points may be
neglected, and the major points are taken into consideration. Like the thought from Newton to
Einstein.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: That you traced in scientific thought, from Newton to Einstein. And the
lesser important scientist in between...

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: So Guru parampara, touching the main points.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. Then, you say disciplic succession is not a bodily succession, not
body parampara.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Spiritual thought.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswamri: Yes. Then you mention Baladeva Vidyabhtsana and his valuable
contribution to the sampradaya.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [7]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: And here’s pictures of Ramanujacarya, Madhvacarya, Nimbarkacarya,
Visnusvami.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: And you explain 7he Zigzag Line of Truth. Analogies coming down in a
zigzag way. And you say, “I'm not a servant of A,B,C, or D. I'm a servant of Mahaprabhu. And I must
turn in any way, whatever may be favourable to reach my Lord.”

And you tell of Gopa-kumara in Brhat-Bhagavatamrta, how he had to go from one level to
another.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Progressing.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Progressing. Then you tell of Prahlada Maharaja, that his father is a
demon, he's a devotee, his son is a demon, his grandson a devotee again. You mention Prahlada’s
Guru parampara, Hanuman's Guru parampara, Pandavas Guru parampara, Mahadeva's Guru
parampara. You say but Brahma and Mahadeva are Gurus themselves. They're the creators of their
own lines of Guru parampara. But Gopa-kumara passes them also. Why? His thirst is not quenched
until he goes to Vrndavana. So Brhat- Bhagavatamrta has shown us the line of Guru parampara, or
the real line of our quest, our search.



Then, you give the example of the Pandavas going to the Himalayas, and how so many fell
away, but Yudhisthira and the dog continued together. So you said some may be eliminated.

Then you quote Mahaprabhu and Ramananda. But Ramananda was shrinking away, not to
instruct Mahaprabhu. But Mahaprabhu said that, “You are the wealthiest capitalist of the spiritual
world. So use that and do good for the public.”

Here you say, “First let us understand Guru, then the question of parampara” And you say,
“Srimati Radharani is not in the Guru parampara. Should we dismiss Her? The question of first
importance is who is Guru? And then there can be a chain of them coming down.”

Then you give example, Alexander the Great, the Gordion knot. “That who can unloose this
knot will be a great king.” Then Alexander he cut the knot with his sword, ignoring the formal
consideration.

And the example of Columbus. “Who can stand an egg - can you make an egg stand?”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: That is for Napoleon perhaps.
Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Aha! Yes. Someone said that. He says in one tape Columbus.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: I thought that that was the case with Napoleon. “Can you keep the egg
on your nail?” “Yes, yes.”

Srila Govinda Maharaja: You can correct?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes, we can correct that. We thought so, but in one place you said
Columbus.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: I heard it like that, in the case of Napoleon.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Make it clear.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Right. We can change it. Anyway, then chapter eleven is called, 7he
Land of Gurus. And you explain the verse, na hy ekasmad guror jAanam, su-sthiram syat

su-puskalam [Srimad- Bhagavatam, 11.9.31]

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then you tell of that Baladeva Vidyabhusana explains how both Rupa
and Sanatana Goswamis have shown Govinda to the world, like a jewel within their palms.

And then also you quote that nyaya sastra, this visaya, samsaya, purva-paksa, mimamsa,
siddhanta, and samgatih. Then ajAata-sukrti, jAata-sukrti, sraddha, sadhu-sanga.

And you explain the gradations. You say, “What to speak of here, in God's own self there's
gradation. Vasudeva, Visnu, Narayana, Dvarakesa, Mathuresa, Svayam-Bhagavan Krsna.”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Not only ends there, but Svayarh-Rapa, Svayam-Prakasa,
Prabhava-Prakasa, Vaibhava-Prakasa, and so many differentiated.



Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then here you mention about being Hurled Down to Vaikuntha.
Raghunatha Dasa Goswami...

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: pasa bhumi divi pheli selidi parola hadi [?]

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then this is chapter twelve. It's called Servant of the Servant.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Telescopic system.
Bhakti Sudhira Goswamr: Yes. Ha, ha. And that,

aradhananam sarvesam, vispor aradhanam param
[tasmat parataram devi, tadiyanam samarcanam]

[“Lord Siva told the goddess Durga:] ‘My dear Devi, although the Vedas recommend worship
of demigods, the worship of Lord Visnu is topmost. However, above the worship of Lord Visnu is
the rendering of service to Vaisnavas, who are related to Lord Visnu.”]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: And also you told how in the beginning how Srimati Radharant was
worshipping time, kdle, ye kale va svapane.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Time. Worshipping time. Ye kdle v4 svapane dekhinu vamsi vadane
[Caitanya- caritamrta, Madhya-/ila, 2.37-8]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: So that Krsna would remain.

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Ramananda-samvada [?]

Srila Govinda Maharaja: No. It's not in Ramdananda-samvada.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. Ye kdle va svapane, dekhinu vamsi vadane.



Srila Govinda Maharaja: Yes, I know that.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: But where is it?

Srila Govinda Maharaja: It's in Caitanya-caritamrta.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes, it's Ramananda-samvada.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: In Ramananda-samvada?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Yes. Whenever we went to find anything on Radharan it was there.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [?] This s/oka, this is translation of that s/oka.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswamt: Yes, that's right. Also you say this example. “If you love me, love my
dog. How intense one’s love for his master must be if he can love the master’'s dog. So the test of
our love of the master, of Krsna, is in pleasing His servants.”

And then you say how Krsna is a king, and there’s a hierarchy, servitors surrounding the king.

And the Everest example, highest peak, Everest. Surrounding Everest so many subordinate
peaks.

So making the approach nearer to Krsna we'll understand so many servitors in His connection.

And you say The Real Test of Devotion. When Srila Bhaktisiddhanta Saraswati Thakura was
travelling in South India, and someone would say he's ‘a great devotee of Krsna, or a great devotee
of Rama,’ he would say, “Under whose guidance does your service to Krsna go on?” And they
would say, “No, no, I'm directly concerned with Lord Krsna. I'm directly concerned with Lord Rama.”
Then when they went away we heard our Guru Maharaja say, “He has no devotion.” That person
was dismissed as an imitation devotee.

Then this chapter thirteen is Lives of the Saints. About gosthyanandr and viviktanandi. You
explain...

Srila Govinda Maharaja: last chapter [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Next to last. There's one more after this.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Yes. Thirteenth chapter [?] viviktanandl, gosthyanandi __ 7]
Aksayananda Maharaja: Premaruruksu.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Premaruruksu.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: Yes. [?]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then here’s a picture of Bhaktivinoda Thakura.

Srila Govinda Maharaja: [7]

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Because you're quoting his Caitanya-siksamrta. And that we cannot
make this distinction who is higher and lower. And you mention Krsna, it's His will through whom
He chooses to do different services in this world.



Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Hmm?
Bhakti Sudhira Goswamt: Krsna, it's His selection.
Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Krsna?

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Krsna's selection, which devotee He will do His work through, and what
kind of work. And you mention Svaripa Damodara, Ramananda Raya, how they did not preach in
an extensive way. But on the other hand Nityananda Prabhu and others did. Krsna selects His
instruments according to His desire. Then you mention Ripa and Sanatana did not practically
come in touch with the masses for preaching. But they gave scriptures for the preachers.

Then sparsa-mani, the Vaisnavas, like touchstones.

Then you mention that it may be taken from one point of view that Gaura /il is higher than
Krsna fila. So those who are engaged in distribution that that is very laudable.

Then here's a picture of Srila Gaura Kiora Dasa Babaji Maharaja. Because how Srila
Bhaktisiddhanta Saraswati Thakura said, "All spiritual knowledge is contained within a particle of
the dust of his lotus feet.”

And you mention Gadadhara Pandita also, his affinity for Mahaprabhu is so great.

And you say, Krsna is Dancing, through different agents.

Then you give the story of Pundarika Vidyanidhi. Aho baki yam stana-kala-katam
[S'r/‘mad-Bhégavatam, 3.2.23] And Gadadhara Pandita and Mukunda Datta.

Then this is the last chapter, chapter fourteen. It's called The Line of Sri Ripa. Rapanuga
sampradaya. And you begin saying mercy is above justice. And that verse again, aho baki yam
stana-kala-katam / kam va dayalum sarapam vrajema. And you say we should omit the
department of justice, because we'll be dealt with very severely. Rather we should approach the
department of mercy. Then you quote...

Gopala Bhatta Goswami, his arcana. And,

radhe vrndavanadhise, karunamrta-vahini
[krpaya nija-padabja, dasyam mahyam pradiyatam]



["O Radhe, O Queen of Vrndavana, You are like a flowing river filled with the nectar of mercy.
Please be kind upon me, and bestow upon me some small service at Your lotus feet."] [Arcana

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami:. Then Distributing Ecstasy. The hladini karunamrta-vahini, the
hladini-saktiis distributing. You say like a river has in it many valuable minerals and jewels, to trace
in that current. So the A/adini current is distributing that. Then Srila Raghunatha Dasa Goswam,
who says, “Krsna is of secondary concern.”

Srila Sridhara Maharaja: Ha, ha, ha.

Bhakti Sudhira Goswami: Then, here is that verse, asabharair-amrta-sindhu-mayaih kathaficit
[Vilapa- kusumanyjali, 102] Then Radha-dasyam. And you quote also Krsna and Uddhava. Na tatha
me privatama datmayonir na Sarkarah [Srimad-Bhagavatam, 11.14.15]. Then Asa maho
carana-renu-jusam aham syam [Srimad-Bhagavatam, 10.47.61]. Then, you give explanation of - oh,
here’s a photo of Radha and Govinda. Then you explain the significance of the rgpanuga
sampraddya, coming from Rapa Goswami. And here's a picture, Srila Rupa Goswami, the
bhakti-rasacarya, giver of the raganaga-sastras.

And then you describe this is our Spiritual Inheritance. You gave the example, the father leaves
some valuable documents for the children. They may not know the value as children, but when
they mature they come to realise there wealth, that's been left. And you said, "This is not my
property but the property of my Gurudeva.”

Then you say, "Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupada he gave everyone a clue. He distributed the
key, widely, and gave a clue. ‘Come and open the chest and find out what valuable ornaments and
gems are within the chest.”
